                ARTIST’S BIO       2020
Born 1957 in Victoria, B.C., artist Jan Poynter majored in Painting and Printmaking at the Vancouver School of Art 
and continued in Art Education at the University of British Columbia.
 Jan’s outstanding rendering abilities have contributed to her fine art career with expertise in illustration, watercolor, pastel & acrylic painting as well as digital illustration. Over the years her commercial designs and illustrations have been applied to signage and branding, corporate gifting, book covers, children’s educational literature, giftware and home décor products.

With over 30 years of varied teaching experience, Jan offers local fine arts classes for private students and art groups. Jan is a founding member of the Sunshine Coast Artists Co-operative and the Coast Cultural Alliance. In partnership with the Town of Gibsons she has hosted an annual plein air event in Gibsons Landing.
In spring 2007, Jan completed a public art project in Gibsons Landing and was chosen as Artist-in-Residence for the Iris Griffith Center at Ruby Lake. After a juried design selection, five months of illustration and production of a large public art historic mural for the Sunshine Coast Regional Museum in Lower Gibsons was completed with installation in May 2008. A public art project of 5 kiosks for the B.C Hydro and DIstrict of Sechelt was completed in 2009. Jan was invited to paint at the O-Zone for the 2010 Olympics and spent July 2011 in Haida Gwaii as Artist-in-Residence for a community workshop project for the Village of Queen Charlotte. 
In 2015 Jan worked as instructor for West Van arts programs, feature artist for the Vancouver Cherry Blossom Festival , Demo artist for Opus art supplies, and Artist in Residence at Mackie House through May with a solo show at Vernon Public Art Gallery in June. Jan was selected to participate in the Pacific Northwest Plein Air event in Oregon, and spent a month teaching painting aboard the Queen Victoria through the Mediterranean. Her first coin design commission for the Royal Canadian Mint launched March 2016. Jan presented a series of large BC landscapes in a solo exhibition at the Gibsons Public Art Gallery in November 2016.
With an interest in a broad range of subject, from architecture to botanical and figurative, Jan is inspired by all the world has to offer. A fascination with light, shadow & color provides endless challenge and experimentation with several media and new materials. A.J. Casson and the plein air painters of the Canadian Group of 7 and the Australian Heidelburg School inspire her colorful representational style and technique.

Jan’s studio/gallery is part of the annual Sunshine Coast Arts Crawl and Purple Banner studio Tour.
