Raised in a rural environment, I came to art as a means of exploration and
connection. My work draws on mythology and personal narratives of adversity,
particularly the hero’s journey. I view art as an act of resilience, offering
understanding beyond language. After a severe injury in 2013, my focus turned
inward to themes of emotional transformation. Light plays a central role in
shaping the form and psychological narrative. Working in oil, I use both direct
painting and glazed layers, pairing strong draftsmanship with intuitive color
relationships and restrained surreal elements to support emotionally driven
narratives. My work has been exhibited throughout California, Washington, and
London and has received recognition including the Ridley Gallery Purchase
Award and a 2025 Artist-in-Residence with Planned Parenthood.
